5. How do friends’/families’ words and speech impact your life?  What are some ways you can 
improve your speech to be more grace filled and uplifting to the people around you?  
 

Read and Discuss:  Colossians 4:7-18 
 
6. What kind of small group member would best describe you?   

a. Worker: Come alongside and carry.  
b. Partner: Walk with someone through trouble.  
c. Fellow Sufferer:  Empathize and feel what others are going through.
